The cost of a
special meeting?

What is a “special meeting”?
And what would it cost our com-
munity to hold one? Many num-
bers have been tossed out, some
as high as $10k, others suggest-
ing less than $2k. In the event
that the membership is called on
to decide whether or not to hold
one, we should all be aware of the
many requirements and expenses
involved.

Our by-laws require an annual
meeting to vote for board mem-
bers and to present our financial
position to the membership. Oth-
er issues of importance may be
added to the agenda and presented
at this meeting. A special meeting
may be called by the President, the
Board of Directors, or at the re-
quest of 5% or more of the mem-
bership. When a special meeting
is called, each member must be
notified in writing, of the purpose
of the meeting, and of who is call-
ing the meeting.

Determining the cost of such a
meeting is not as simple. There
are obvious expenses, such as
mailings, and renting a location,
but there are other expenses as
well. The General Manager would
have to attend, along with secu-
rity officers and staff members for
voting stations. The Association’s
lawyer would need to attend, and
it is likely that, prior to the actual

meeting, the Board would need to
consult him on procedural matters
and on any matters of disagree-
ment between the Board and oth-
er interested parties. In the event
that the purpose of the meeting is
an action against the board, there
would need to be a neutral party
to run the meeting. In a compli-
cated action, the call to meeting
would need to be accompanied by
an explanation from both sides of
their positions on the issues, and a
list of those who called the meet-
ing. These additional pages would
add to the postage costs, and there
would be paper and printing costs,
as well as the wages of employees
who would collate these papers
and stuff the envelopes for mail-
ing.

Many of these expenses can
be easily determined, but others,
such as employee wages and law-
yer's fees would depend on the
time involved. Certainly, judging
from the annual meetings and
monthly open board meetings, a
special meeting could be a long,
drawn-out, and contentious affair,
thereby bringing those costs up
even higher.

In 1995, our community held a
special meeting. The cost of that
meeting was $7,262. There is no
reason to think that holding one
today would cost less.
